This Companion Guide to the Version 5010 ASC X12N Implementation Guides and associated errata
adopted under HIPAA clarifies and specifies the data content when exchanging electronically with
Conduent EDI Solutions. Transmissions based on this companion guide, used in tandem with the Version
5010 ANSI ASC X12N Implementation Guides, are compliant with both X12 syntax and those guides.
This Companion Guide is intended to convey information that is within the framework of the ASC X12N
Implementation Guides adopted for use under HIPAA. The Companion Guide is not intended to convey

information that in any way exceeds the requirements or usages of data expressed in the Implementation
Guides.
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1 Introduction

Conduent EDI Solutions, a leader in healthcare technology, provides EDI gateway services to providers
enrolled in contracted healthcare plans. This guide outlines the procedures necessary for engaging in
Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) with Conduent EDI Solutions and supplies specific data clarifications
where applicable.

Our electronic transaction services provide the following functionalities:

« Easily submit all of your transactions to one source
«  Submit transactions twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week
* Receive confirmation of receipt of each file transferred

Healthcare plans that participate with Conduent EDI Solutions are referred to as payers. Transactions are
accepted electronically into our data center and are processed through the Conduent State Healthcare
Clearinghouse (SHCH).

The Conduent SHCH provides connectivity for the flow of electronic health care transactions between
medical providers, billing services, vendors, other clearinghouses, and the District of Columbia MMIS (DC
MMIS) system. Additionally, Conduent SHCH provides translation to and from ANSI ASC X12N standard
formats.

Scope

This companion guide is intended for use by DC Medicaid Trading Partners for the submission of the
X12N 837 transactions to the Conduent SHCH through Conduent EDI Solutions for processing. The
companion guide contains data clarifications derived from specific business rules that apply exclusively to
claims processing for DC Medicaid. This companion guide is subject to change.

The ANSI ASC X12N 837 Professional Claim transaction data will be submitted to the Conduent State
Healthcare Clearinghouse (SHCH) for processing. Conduent SHCH validates submission of ANSI X12N
format(s). If the file contains syntactical error(s), the segment(s) and elements(s) where the error(s)
occurred will be reported in a 999 Functional Acknowledgement. The TA1 Interchange Acknowledgment
report is used to report receipt of individual interchange envelopes that contain corrupt data or an invalid
trading partner relationship. If the data fails payer specific edits, the 277CA will be returned to the
submitter. The ANSI ASC X12N 835 Remittance Advice will contain information related to payees,
payers, dollar amounts, and payments.

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2 Getting Started

Working with District of Columbia Medicaid

Any entity sending electronic transmissions to Conduent EDI Solutions for processing where reports and
responses will be delivered must complete an EDI enroliment package. This package provides Conduent
EDI Solutions the information necessary to assign a Logon Name, Logon ID, and Trading Partner ID,
which are required to submit electronic transmissions.

Certification and Testing Overview

Conduent EDI Solutions does not require certification of submitters and their transactions, but we do
require some minimal transaction testing.

Completion of the testing process must occur prior to electronic submission of production data to
Conduent EDI Solutions. Assistance from Conduent EDI Business Analysts is available throughout this
process. Each test transmission is inspected thoroughly to ensure no format errors are present. Testing is
conducted to verify the integrity of the format, not the integrity of the data; however, to simulate a
production environment, we request that you send real transmission data. The number of test
transmissions required depends on the number of format errors on a transmission and the relative
severity of these errors. Additional testing may be required in the future to verify any changes made to
Conduent’s system. Also, changes to the X12N formats may require additional testing.

3 Testing with the Payer

Compiletion of the testing process must occur prior to electronic submission of production data to
Conduent EDI Solutions. Assistance from Conduent DC EDI Support Unit Business Analyst is available
throughout this process. Each test transmission is inspected thoroughly to ensure no format errors are
present. Testing is conducted to verify the integrity of the format, not the integrity of the data; however, in
order to simulate a production environment, we request that you send real transmission data. The number
of test transmissions required depends on the number of format errors on a transmission and the relative
severity of these errors. Additional testing may be required in the future to verify any changes made to
Conduent’s system. Also, changes to the X12N formats may require additional testing.

Trading Partner Testing Procedures

+  Conduent EDI Solutions provides companion guides and enroliment packages for download via the
web at: htips://edisolutionsmmis.portal.conduent.com/gcro/, then choose the applicable item from the
menu on the left.

»  The Trading Partner completes and submits enrollment package to Conduent EDI Solutions.

» The Trading Partner is assigned Logon Name and Logon User ID.

* The Trading Partner contacts the Conduent EDI Business Analyst department at 1(866) 407-2005 to
arrange a testing schedule and complete their EDIFECS enroliment.

+ The Trading Partner has access to the EDIFECS website in order to submit X12N test files for
analysis. Each test file is analyzed based on the seven levels of testing defined by WEDI SNIP. At
this time, the submitter is required to address any errors discovered by EDIFECS during the
compliance analysis prior to moving on to the next stage of testing with Conduent EDI Solutions.

* The Trading Partner executes test cases and data is sent to Conduent EDI Solutions.
* The Business Analyst evaluates flow of test data through the Conduent SHCH.

» If test cases are completed successfully, the Business Analyst contacts the Trading Partner to advise
Trading Partner that they are approved for placement into the production environment when
available. If the testing entity is a software vendor, they will be required to provide a list of submitters
using the approved software package.

» If test cases are unsuccessful, the Business Analyst will contact the Trading Partner. The Trading
Partner will remain in the testing environment until test cases are completed successfully.

CommerceDesk Online —Testing Application

CommerceDesk Online is an online HIPAA testing application available to the District of Columbia.
CommerceDesk Online offers the following types of testing against the base HIPAA Consolidated
guidelines for free.

+ Test all 7 WEDI/SNIP Types. CommerceDesk Online provides all 7 Types of WEDI/SNIP Testing for
HIPAA, including integrity testing, requirement testing, balancing testing, situational testing, code set
testing, product or services testing, and guide-specific testing.

+ Test the HIPAA Code Sets. Validate over 40 industry code tables and databases.

* Get your Answers Fast. With CommerceDesk Online, the results of your free compliance testing are
typically available within seconds for small files and within minutes for files up to 10 megabytes and
larger.

All submitters will contact the Conduent Client
Integration Testing Support Unit to enroll. Once enrolled, submitters will test claims submissions through
the CommerceDesk Online utility and will receive a file status report. Once these files test with no errors,
a submitter may then submit test claims submissions to Conduent SHCH for Client Integration testing.

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Content Identification: Data identification is attempted. If the data is corrupt or intended for another resource, a TA1
(Interchange Acknowledgement) will be returned. If the data can be identified, it is then checked for Trading Partner
Relationship Validation.

Trading Partner Relationship Validation: The trading partner information is validated. If the trading partner information is
invalid, a TA1 (Interchange Acknowledgement) will be returned to the submitter. If the trading partner relationship is valid, the
data will be passed for X12N syntax validation.

X12N Syntax Validation: A determination will be made as to whether the data is ANSI ASC X12N. A 999 (Functional
Acknowledgement) will be returned to the submitter. The 999 contains ACCEPT or REJECT information. If the file contained
syntactical errors, the segment(s) and element(s) where the error(s) occurred will be reported. If the data passes X12N syntax
validation, payer business edits will be performed.

Payer Business Edits: Front-end editing of the data will occur. An X12N 277 Claim Acknowledgement will be sent detailing
acceptance or rejection errors. If the data passes this level, it will proceed to the data transformation for processing.

Data Transformation: The data is transformed and passed to the payer system. An ANSI ASC X12N 835 Remittance
Advice will be returned for submitter pickup, once the claims are adjudicated by the payer system.
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Transmission Administrative Procedures

This section describes the available transmission modes to Conduent EDI Solutions.

Providers will have an option to select an appropriate transmission mode. Providers may also opt for two
different modes of receipt and delivery. This means that the provider may submit transactions in one
transmission mode and receive the return transactions via an alternate mode. Please note that some
modes of transmission have additional costs that are the responsibility of the external Trading Partner.

Re-Transmission Procedures

Transaction transmission is available twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week. This availability is
subject to scheduled and unscheduled maintenance downtime. It is operational policy to schedule
preventative maintenance periods on weekends whenever possible.

Asynchronous Dial-Up

Conduent EDI Solutions provides an interactive, menu-driven bulletin board system that allows you to
upload your transaction files and receive immediate confirmation of the status of your transfer. This
bulletin board system (BBS) can be accessed using a standard modem and supports modem speeds of
up to 56,000 bps. Transaction transmission is available twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week.
This availability is subject to scheduled and unscheduled host downtime. It is operational policy to
schedule preventative maintenance periods on weekends whenever possible.

All zipped files must follow a standard 8.3 naming convention "XXXXXXXX.YYY',
where ‘X’ represents an 8-digit alphanumeric value only and ‘Y’ represents the 3-
File Name for Zipped Files digit file extension. Examples of acceptable file extension are (txt, doc etc). A file
name not conforming to this standard naming convention will not be accepted, not
be unzipped, and fail on the Host.

Compression Techniques

Conduent accepts transmission with any of the above compression techniques,
as well as non-compression files.

ZMODEM uses 128 byte to 1024-byte variable packets and a 16-bit or 32-bit
Cyclical Redundancy Check (CRC).

XMODEM uses 128-byte blocks and a 16-bit CRC.

YMODEM uses 1024-byte blocks and a 16-bit CRC.

KERMIT can be accepted if X, Y, or ZMODEM capabilities are not available with
your communication software.

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Web Portal

The Web portal allows a trading partner to initiate the submission of a batch file for processing. The
trading partner must be an authenticated portal user who is a provider. Only active Medicaid providers are
authorized to access files via the Web. The provider accesses the Web portal via a Web browser and is
prompted for login and password assigned to them during the EDI enroliment process. The provider may
select files from their PC or work environment using the Browse function in conjunction with the Add and
Remove functions. To transmit the selected files for processing, the trading partner must click the Submit
link. All files submitted must meet the ANSI X12N 837P standard.

The Web address to access data from Conduent EDI Solutions is https://www.dc-
medicaid.com/dcwebportal/home. Web browsers must be able to support 128-bit encryption to enter the
Data Exchange area of the site. Upon reaching the site, enter a valid user ID and password. Click on the
Login button to request access to the secure Data Exchange area.

Data Retrieval

This section describes the available data delivery modes from Conduent EDI Solutions. The ANSI ASC
X12N 837P is an inbound (to Conduent EDI) claims transaction. The response to the 837P transaction is
the ANSI ASC X12N 835 Remittance Advice Transaction. This transaction is available on the Web Portal
and through other modes of transmission discussed in the following sections.

Chapter 8, Acknowledgements and/or Reports, Transmission Responses also contains a section on the
ANSI ASC X12N 835 Remittance Advices transaction that will be available to providers currently receiving

paper responses.

Providers will have an option to select an appropriate transmission mode for delivery. Providers may also
opt for two different modes of receipt and delivery. This means that the provider may submit transactions
in one transmission mode and receive the return transactions via an alternate mode. Please note that
some modes of transmission have additional costs that are the responsibility of the external Trading

Partner.

Error Reports

The 999 and 277CA transactions will be posted to the Web Portal or sent via another agreed upon

transmission mode.

The functions of the acceptance/rejection reports (TA1, 999 and 277CA) are discussed in Chapter 8,

Acknowledgements and/or Reports.
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Web Portal

The Web Portal allows all trading partners to retrieve data via the Internet 24 hours a day, seven days a
week. Each individual provider has the option of retrieving the transaction responses and reports
themselves and/or of allowing billing agents and clearinghouses the option of retrieval on their behalf. The
trading partner will access the Web Portal system using the User ID and Password provided during the
enrollment process.

8 Acknowledgements and/or Reports

HIPAA not only gave the healthcare community the ability to standardize transactions, but also the ability
to standardize front-end edits and the acceptance/rejection reports associated with the edits. The
acceptance/rejection reports pertain to precision within EDI transaction format syntax and transaction
Consolidated Guide compliance. When a report is generated, the type of report returned is dependent on
the edit level that is invalid.

A transaction contains three levels where edits occur. If the transaction fails an edit, the edit level in
which the error occurs designates rejection of an entire batch or a single transaction. The three levels
are:

* Interchange Level Errors
*  Functional Group Level Results
» Transaction Set Level Syntax Results

In the description below, the three levels and their affiliated acceptance/rejection reports are discussed.

Report Inventory

Interchange Level Errors and TA1 Rejection Report

This edit is enforced by interchange level problems. It checks the ISA, GS, GE and IEA level segments
and the data content within these segments, which consists of the header and footer batch information.
Any X12 syntax error that occurs at this level will result in the entire transaction being rejected. These
rejections are reported on a TA1.

TA1-Interchange Acknowledgement

A TA1 is an ANSI ASC X12N Interchange Acknowledgement segment used to report receipt of individual
interchange envelopes. An interchange envelope contains the sender, receiver, and data type information
within the header. The TA1 reports the syntactical analysis of the interchange header and trailer. If invalid
(e.g. the data is corrupt or the trading partner relationship does not exist within the Conduent system) the
interchange will reject and a TA1, along with the data, will be forwarded to the Conduent EDI Solutions
call center for referencing purposes.

Transaction Set Level Syntax Results and 999 Rejection Report

This edit is enforced by transaction set level syntax problems for all transactions within each functional
group. These edits check the ST and SE level segments and the data content within these segments.
These segments consist of the entire detailed information within a transaction. Any X12 syntax error that
occurs at this level will result in the entire transaction being rejected. However, if the functional group
consists of additional transactions without errors, these will be processed. The rejections are reported on
the ANSI ASC X12N 999.

ANSI ASC X12N 999-Functional Acknowledgement

Conduent SHCH validates submission of ANSI ASC X12N format(s). An ANSI ASC X12N 999, or
Functional Acknowledgement, is generated when an EDI file, e.g., an ANSI ASC X12N file that has
passed the header and trailer check, passes through the clearinghouse. The 999 file contains ACCEPT
or REJECT information; if the file contained syntactical errors, the segment(s) and element(s) where the
error(s) occurred will be reported. For an example of this report, please see the ANSI ASC X12N 837
Consolidated Guide. The Trading Partner Agreement between Conduent EDI Solutions and the Trading
Partners requires this method of acknowledgement.

Consolidated Guide Level Results and the Rejection Report

This edit is enforced by the consolidated guide rules for the particular transaction. These edits will vary
depending on the rules set by the consolidated guide, code sets, and looping structures. Any errors that
occur at this level will result in the data content within that claim being rejected. However, if the batch
consists of additional claims without errors, these will be processed. The rejection reports are not
mandated to be in a specific format. The ANSI ASC X12N 277CA may be used during these instances
as a replacement for the report.

ANSI ASC X12N 277CA-Application Advice

If a business edit fails during the translation of the ANSI ASC X12N 837P transaction, an ANSI ASC X12
277CA application advice will be returned to the submitter, electronically or paper-based, indicating that
the error(s) encountered during the claim processing. This is used to report errors outside of the scope of
the 999.

The 277CA Application Advice details what errors are present, and if necessary, what action the
submitter should take. The use of the ANSI ASC X12N 277CA transaction is not required by HIPAA. For
an example of this report, please see the ANSI ASC X12 277CA Consolidated Guide.

ANSI ASC X12N 835-Remittance Advice

An ANSI ASC X12N 835 Remittance Advice may be requested as a replacement for or in addition to a
paper remittance advice. After claim adjudication and payment, an ANSI ASC X12N 835 Remittance
Advice will be delivered to the Web Portal. Providers/submitters will have the option, during the
enroliment process, to select appropriate transmission method(s) for receiving X12N 835 transactions.
For further information, please see Chapter 4, Connectivity with the Payer(s)/Communication.

The ANSI ASC X12N 835 contains information related to payees, payers, dollar amounts and payments.
Please see the ANSI ASC Consolidated Guide for details on the ANSI ASC X12N 835 transaction.

ANSI ASC X12N 835 transactions for encounter claims submitted by MCQ’s are for information purpose
only. No payment will be made.
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9 Trading Partner Agreements

Conduent EDI Solutions requires trading partner enroliment, which includes a trading partner agreement,
for testing and submission of X12N 837 transactions through our processing gateway. Your trading
partner agreement also determines where reports and responses will be delivered.

Trading Partners

An EDI Trading Partner is defined as any payer customer (provider, billing service, software vendor,
employer group, financial institution, etc.) that transmits to, or receives electronic data from the payer.
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10 Transaction-Specific Information (Version 5010)

This section contains data clarifications. The clarifications include:

» Identifiers to use when a national standard has not been adopted (and);
+ Parameters in the implementation guide that provides options.

Many of the data elements included in the Companion Guides are business requirements and are not
necessarily required per the ANSI ASC standard. Inclusion of a “Business-Required” data field, as
defined by this Companion Guide, may aid in the delivery of a positive response.

There are submission rules that will result in the rejection of a claim if not followed:

«  Amount fields must not exceed $ 9,999,999.99

* Medicaid Provider ID must be submitted.

« Unit of service fields must not exceed 5 digits.

» Fractional unit(s) of service submitted will be rounded to the next highest whole number.
« Pay-To-Provider number is valid

+ Type of Bill is valid or allowed

*  For claim adjustments, TCN to credit should be a valid numeric number. Any claims received with
invalid TCN to credit or if the TCN is not found in claim history, claim will be returned to the submitter.

+ Total Claim Charge Amount for the claim is total amount of all submitted charges of service
segments. Any claims received with incorrect total claim charge amount in loop (2300) will be
returned to the submitter.

* Medicaid Provider ID must be submitted for the pay-to-provider and the rendering provider.

* For Medicaid claims, the use of the patient loop is not applicable because the subscriber is always
the patient. Any claims received with a patient loop (2000C) will be returned to the submitter.

When a credit (void) or adjustment is submitted electronically, the pay-to provider ID, recipient ID, and
claim type must match the claim being adjusted. Otherwise, the claim is treated as an original claim.

Currently, all claims requiring attachments are submitted on paper. With the HIPAA implementation, the
provider may submit the claim electronically and send the attachment separately. To facilitate the
matching of the attachment to the claim, DHCF recommends the pay-to provider ID, recipient ID, and date
of service should be used as the attachment control number in the paperwork segment of the 837P
transaction. DHCF also recommends submitting a Claim Attachment Control Document with the
attachments. The following page is a sample of the Attachment Control Document.

Transaction Size

Conduent EDI Solutions follows the industry standards and recommendations contained the ANSI ASC
Consolidated Guide. Currently this guide recommends that trading partners limit the size of the
transaction (ST-SE envelope) to a maximum of 5000 CLM segments. For more information about this
recommendation, please refer to the 837P Health Care Claim Consolidated Guide, page 44, Section 2.8:
Limitations to the Size of a Claim/Encounter (837) Transaction.
